Dear Parishioners and visitors,

The season of Advent marks the beginning of a new liturgical year, Year C, and
with it comes a time of waiting and anticipation. It is a season when we are
invited to prepare not just for the celebration of Christmas, but for the ultimate
coming of Christ. Both in the past, as He came to us in Bethlehem, and in the
future, when He will return in glory. The readings today invite us into this space
of holy anticipation, a call to be awake and prepared for the Lord’s coming,
whether it is in the small, everyday moments or in the final, cosmic return.

The Advent season invites us to a new hopes not just about a future hope,
though. It is a call to action in the present. We are invited to "walk in the light
of the Lord," meaning that our lives should reflect the values of God’s
kingdom today. As we enter Advent, we are called to examine whether we are
truly living in a way that reflects God’s vision of peace and justice in the world.

It is a special time to call us into vigilance. This vigilance is not about fear or
anxiety, but about maintaining a spiritual focus. We are called to keep our
hearts attuned to God, to not allow the distractions of the world—whether
pleasures, worries, or busyness—to take away from the deeper longing for
Christ. The challenge of Advent is to create space in our lives for God, amidst
the noise and clutter of our everyday existence.

Advent invites us to live in the tension between the "already" and the "not yet."
Christ has already come into the world, and His first coming in the
incarnation is celebrated at Christmas. But we still await the fullness of His
Kingdom. As we wait, we must live in a way that reflects both the reality of His
past coming and the hope of His future return.

The purpose of Advent is not merely to mark the passage of time until
Christmas; it is to awaken us to the urgency of living in a way that is prepared
for Christ’s return, whenever that may be.

Wish you all a wonderful time of Hope, Faith, Joy and Love.
